The Diocesan Ministry Study Centre in Derby Cathedral
The Ministry Study Centre (MSC) s a joint venture between the Cathedral and the Diocese, incorporating some of the books from the Rawlinson Library, and many new titles, including many books from the East Midlands Regional Training Partnership’s bibliography.  It is found in the lower level of the cathedral, beneath the east end and is accessed through the Sacristy.
Books are for reference not for loan – although the books kept in the Rawlinson Library remain available to borrow in the usual way. There is also wireless broadband internet access and a pc and printer set up with theological research in mind, and a photocopier. 

Many of the books and all of the furnishings and improvements have been paid for by two generous grants, one from the All Saints Educational Trust and a much larger one from the Lichfield Theological College Trust Fund.

Membership of the MSC is free and available to all Diocese of Derby clergy, licensed and accredited lay ministers, students on diocesan courses (e.g. ordination, ccd, LMS). and members of all churches who complete the Application Forms and supply us with suitable referees.
The Centre will be open when the cathedral is open, seven days each week, basically 9 – 5pm every day except Thursdays and Fridays when it closes at 4. Please ask a Verger to let you in.  Those who apply for membership will receive the code for the numeric key pad lock and will then be able to let themselves in at times when the cathedral is open.
