I have recently done some work with CMEAC (the Committee for Minority Ethnic Anglican Concerns) to help with the development of their new DIVERSITY TRAINING RESOURCE.  This collection of activities and exercises (arranged as 4 possible sessions) includes material designed to help participants reflect on their own experiences of diversity (whether the differences relate to race, nationality, social groups or other factors).  Pilot groups found it encouraged discussion and dialogue between participants, and as such requires careful facilitation rather than didactic expert teachers! 

 

“Diversity in dialogue” could be useful for training work with diocesan staff or those preparing to undertake ministry, and some could be incorporated in CMD programmes as the sessions can easily be adapted or stand alone.  This resource offers good opportunities for diocesan cross-departmental collaborations, as experienced facilitators from training departments could easily staff a programme alongside colleagues with experience of Minority Ethnic concerns or other issues.    

 

The pack includes photocopiable handouts to use for the suggested activities, and notes for facilitators running sessions. It costs £5.
