SECTION 3: STIPEND, FEES, EXPENSES, GRANTS AND PENSIONS

3A: STIPEND AND OTHER INCOME

The Terms of Service Regulations provide that an office holder occupying a full-time stipendiary post is entitled to an annual stipend of not less than the National Minimum Stipend as determined by the Archbishops Council. 

In the case of a part-time post the stipend will be specified in the Statement of Particulars.

The Diocese of Derby follows the guidelines in “Clergy Pay & Expenses” (link below)
3B: FEES and OTHER INCOME

Fees are currently due to an incumbent of a parish but in practice most clergy assign their fees to the Board of Finance. Under legislation to be introduced (but yet to be adopted) that portion of fees payable that has been labelled “Incumbent’s Fee” will be re-designated  “DBF Fee” and will be legally due to the Diocese. If/when this happens the Statement of Particulars will be varied in writing or re-issued.  

Under the present system it is a clergy responsibility to report any other income received to the Diocesan Board of Finance. At the end of each tax year the finance team at Church House issue an annual return for completion.

3C: EXPENSES

Expenses wholly or necessarily incurred in the course of clergy duties of office should be fully reimbursed otherwise clergy are not receiving their full stipend. 

This Diocese has adopted the terms and conditions outlined in the booklet A Guide to the Parochial Expenses of the Clergy. 

Any issues relating to the non-reimbursement of expenses are best informally raised with the PCC and the Archdeacon. However in the last resort the Grievance Procedure introduced by the Terms of Service Measure may be used (section 9)
