FEES FOR CLERGY HOLDING PERMISSION TO OFFICIATE FROM 1ST JANUARY 2018: DERBY DIOCESE

1. Sharing in ministry (i.e. “taking a turn”) in “home parish” – no fee or expenses.
(Specifically deputising for the Incumbent’s holiday or sickness absence could trigger a fee).

2. Sunday & midweek services (eg vacancies, holidays).  Half the current rate payable to the DBF for a funeral in church i.e. from 1.1.2018 ½ of £103 = £52 per service.  No more than the equivalent of a whole funeral fee, in respect of such services, in any one day.

3. Funerals
a. Simply taking the services – to receive the same fee as in (2) above, with balance of fee payable to incumbent or sequestrator.
b. Overall responsibility (i.e. preparation, general care etc) (2/3 of current year fees applies).

Funeral in church - £69
Crem Service - £107

4. Marriage Service
(2/3 of the current year statutory fee, £201) now applies.  The fee will be £134 with effect from 1st January 2018.
