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The following Person Specification was devised in conjunction with the Safeguarding Adviser for the diocese of Southwell & Nottingham and has been approved by representatives from Derbyshire and Nottinghamshire Police Authorities.

1. Supervisors must be regular worshippers at the identified church.

2. They must be able to hold confidential information

3. They must be able to act strategically and operationally to protect the safety of children or vulnerable adults.

4. They should have stable lives in which they are well supported by family or friends.

5. They should be sufficiently strong character to undertake the role without being affected by their own personal experiences.
6. They must be honest and trustworthy and have signed the Confidential Declaration.

7. They should be secure in their faith and willing to be flexible in their patterns of worship.

8. They should be well respected within the church and local community.

9. They should either have knowledge of safeguarding issues or a willingness and ability to undertake training to raise their awareness.

10. They must have the ability to work as part of a team.

11. They should have been known by the Incumbent or the parish CPC or, in the case of an Interregnum, the Church Warden for a period of more than 2 years.  Where this is not possible but in all other aspects they meet the criterion then discretion may be used with the agreement of the Diocesan Safeguarding Adviser.
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
