THINK ABOUT…
The Bible, in the book of Genesis, there is a description of God creating everything. Here are two extracts from Genesis 1.
“God said, ‘Let the earth produce all kinds of plants, those that bear grain and those that bear fruit,’”(v.11) and “God commanded, ‘ Let the water be filled with many kinds of living beings,’” (v.20)
If God created plants that make grain for bread, and fish in the sea, what do you think this miracle shows us about Jesus?
What do you think the people there might have thought?

Why not create your own poster showing God’s creation? You might want to add this verse from Colossians, “in him (Jesus) all things were created”

AN AMZING MIRACLE
If you can, print out the sheet called “HOW MANY PEOPLE?” It’s hard to think what 5000 people would look like – so imagine 5 of these sheets, and that would be 5000 tiny faces looking at you! Actually, that was only the men! There were women and children too, so maybe there could have been DOUBLE that number! And everyone was hungry! 
If you have any pretend food in your house, make a packed lunch that you would like. Or, maybe draw your favourite lunch, or, if it’s nearly lunchtime, perhaps you could help to make some lunch for you and your family?
“YOU GIVE THEM SOMETHING TO EAT”  v16
Jesus wanted his friends to feed the people who were hungry. Can you think of anywhere that people are hungry now? Perhaps it’s just you or your family with a rumbling tummy because it’s nearly tea-time, but there are many people in this and other countries who are always hungry and have nothing for tea or any other meal. Can you think of any way you could help hungry people be fed today? Talk through your ideas with an adult. Here are some to think about:
Foodbanks – perhaps you could find out what food is needed and buy and donate one thing that you could afford yourself. It might be very small, but the boy who gave his lunch also gave a very small gift and Jesus used it amazingly!  https://www.ruralactionderbyshire.org.uk/foodbanks
