[image: ]In today’s reading Moses is grown up. He is now working as a shepherd, looking after his father-in-law’s sheep. Maybe you are thinking that’s a strange job for someone who had been brought up as a prince in Pharoah’s palace. You can find out how he ended up like this if you read Exodus 2:11-25. THE PLACE WHERE YOU ARE STANDING IS HOLY GROUND
Moses had to take his sandals off to show that he understood that this place was special because God was speaking to Moses there. God promised to bring his people out of the country where they were being so badly treated.

FOOT PRAYER
You could take off a shoe and sock and draw around your foot. Draw or write prayers or things that you would like to talk to God about on your footprint. Remember though that God asked Moses to lead his people. Did you think that Moses wanted this job, or not? Sometimes when we pray, God gives us tasks to do! How do you feel about this?

TODAY’S READING
You can read today’s story in the Bible, Exodus 3:1-15. This story is called, “The Burning Bush” in the Lion Storyteller Bible  or watch https://youtu.be/LZpYMr-Ed0Q “The Prince of Egypt” film (1998 DreamWorks Animation) could also be useful.

FIERY PLANT!
Moses took the sheep to a mountain far away from his home. He saw and heard some strange things there. Try to find a plant – it could be in your house, or garden or even on a walk. If you are allowed to, try to make the plant a little like the one Moses saw. 
An ANGEL appeared to him. Could you draw an angel on card, cut it out and put it in the plant? It was on FIRE but not burnt up. Put some yellow, red or orange flame shapes and around the plant? Even better, can you find some battery powered fairy lights to put in the plant? God’s voice SPOKE to Moses – make a speech bubble that says, “Moses,  Moses”. When you have made your fiery plant, use it to tell someone else about what God said to Moses.JESUS says I AM    Can you think of any times that Jesus said “I am…”? Here are some clues…

                                               A STRANGE NAME
Moses wanted to know God’s name – and he had a strange reply. God said, “I AM WHO I AM” What did you think about this?
[bookmark: _GoBack]Think about your name… now think about some endings for I AM … for you. For instance you could say, I AM a sister, I AM a football fan, I AM a dancer etc etc! How many can you come up with? Perhaps this helps us understand God’s name a little – he is everything, there would be no end to his “I AMS”!






Finish your time by listening to some quiet music that you like…
When we pray we often talk to God and tell him what we would like him to give us or help with. This Bible story tells us that it is so important to LISTEN to God too.
