This is such an amazing story! Imagine you have met someone who has never heard it and plan a way of telling it. You could act out the story, use Lego or other figures and bricks, draw pictures, use puppets or even write a song! Spend some time preparing the story in your chosen way, then ask someone if they will be your audience!
To help you, here are the main events of the story.
	1. After the plagues and the Passover, Pharaoh let God’s people go. They escaped from Egypt and set off across the dessert.
	2. It’s easy to get lost in the dessert! So, God sent a huge cloud to guide them. In the night it changed into a great fiery pillar!

	3. Pharaoh changed his mind. He sent his army to get his slaves back. 
	4. There’s a problem! Ahead of God’s people was the Red Sea, behind them the Egyptian army. HELP!

	5. God told Moses to hold his stick over the sea. A strong wind blew all night and the sea parted to make a dry path with walls of water on both sides.
	6. God’s people walked through the Sea, on dry land. The Egyptian army tried to follow but the sea came back before they could get across. God’s people had escaped!
