[image: ]You can read about Palm Sunday in the Bible in John 12:12-16. Or you can also read the story in the Lion Storyteller Bible on page 132 and 133. The people who saw Jesus riding into Jerusalem waved branches from the palm trees.
You can use your hand shape to make a branch of palms!
You will need: Green/brown or yellow paper, scissors, tape and a stick (make sure the end of the stick is safe – use blutak or tape)
Draw around your hand, and cut out the shapes. Tape them onto the stick!
Wave your palm palm!!!
